Pastor’s message 



 

Revd Philip Cochrane, Vicar of St Columba Church, writes: 

Once again, many thanks to our good friends at Hill Park Baptist 
Church for asking me to write a letter for the brilliant PIPELINE 
magazine they produce.  

I am writing this as we begin November and once again Europe and the 
Eurozone are in crisis and the financial markets are in a mess. No matter 
what our political leaders throw at our present problems, they can’t seem to 
sort out the mess we have gotten ourselves into. Indeed, we all want to find 
someone else to blame… anything to avoid shouldering part of the 
responsibility ourselves. None of us feel that we should have to do with less, 
even though it is clear we are making life for our children and their children 
worse as a result.  

The Bible speaks into this type of situation all the time. In the beginning, 
when Adam and Eve did wrong and disobeyed God, we see that the effects 
of their wrongs were far bigger in scope that they realised. Guilt meant they 
hid from God (nice try!), and when Adam was challenged by God about what 

he had done, what did he do? He blamed Eve! It goes from bad to worse. Soon people are killing each other, and 
humanity digs deeper and deeper. 

Way back in 1910, The Times newspaper ran a letters page on the subject of what is wrong with the world. 
Apparently, the famous author G K Chesterton wrote, “I am. Sincerely yours, G K Chesterton”  

What is to be done? Well, for Christians, the answer comes at Christmas. Because we had gotten ourselves in 
such a mess that we could not fix it, or get out of it, someone else had to be the one to save us from all of this. 

In Jesus, God himself became part of this created world to show us how to live as God intended, and also to offer 
himself so that we might have a new life through him. The Bible makes it clear that Jesus didn’t want to die. He 
wasn’t immune from being scared. But it was his love for us that meant he submitted himself and, in doing so, He 
overcame death, rising to new life, never to die again, and the promise is that, if we respond to His invitation to 
follow Him, we can have that new life now as well. 

So simple. So profound. So wonderful. Yet, we often duck this call, preferring our own way, and so the world 
does not experience enough of the good news that this would bring. We live in an age where we hope in the 
wrong things: If I lose the weight; dress myself or my home in the right stuff; drive the right car; have the right 
mobile phone, then I will feel better about myself or people will love me. The hope that shines in the darkness is 
that God loves you and you were worth dying for. 

So, in wishing you a Happy Christmas, I do so with great joy and my prayer is that you will experience the radical 
love of God yourself this Christmas. That really is worth celebrating!

 So simple. So profound. 



Every Christmas, the children sing, “Away in a manger, no crib for a 

bed/The little Lord Jesus lay down his sweet head”. They enjoy it, and the 

grown-ups get that fuzzy, warm feeling we get when we watch children 

enjoy the magic of Christmas. 

But have you ever stopped to think about those words. The little Lord 

Jesus laying his head in a manger for want of a crib. A baby sleeping in a 

trough designed to hold hay to feed animals. And that in Bethlehem, a 

small village some distance away from the capital city of a tiny little 

territory on the far edge of the mighty Roman Empire. 

Really, when God sent his Son into the world, he could have done with a 

better PR agent! An impressive entry worthy of his stature: a luxurious 

palace in the city of Rome, the centre of the known world, so that 

everyone could see and be impressed. Gold and silver, silk and velvet, for 

the divine baby. Even the Magi went to the king’s palace to look for baby 

Jesus. 

Instead, it was the manger in little Bethlehem, surrounded by animals and admired only by the teenage mum 

Mary, rural carpenter Joseph, some smelly shepherds and whoever else happened to be in the house. 

What a shambles! 

But it is this apparent PR disaster, this shambles of an entry, that is what makes the message of Christmas such 

good news for us. Jesus came into the world, not to impress with his power and stature, not in order for people to 

be wowed by him. Instead, as he said many years later on his way to Jerusalem to die on a cross, he came “not 

to be served but to serve and to give his life as a ransom for many” - that is, for you and for me. 

Even today, he is not found in corridors of power but with the poor and the lowly, with those who suffer and the 

lonely. He came into the world to serve, to help those who cannot help themselves. Ultimately, he came to die in 

all our places so that just as he shared in our death, we might share in his life. 

So take a moment this Christmas, when you hear and sing the carols and listen to the age-old story of the first 

Christmas, to picture that shambolic scene: God incarnate lying in an animal trough, surrounded by poor and 

insignificant people in the back of beyond, sharing their life. And know that even today, he wishes to share your 

life, its joys and sorrows - and to give you his life, now and in eternity.

One of my treasured possessions is an old Christmas card and accompanying letter. My father sent it 
from Italy in 1944 where he was stationed during the war. 

The recipient was his brother who passed it on to me shortly before he died. It is not the usual festive greeting 
card but one produced by the photographic section of his squadron. 

Various photographs were taken and then consolidated into one. This is my father’s description of each picture 
from left to right: 

1 Mount Vesuvius in eruption from Naples bay: with the city of Naples in the foreground 

2 The dome of St Peters in Rome 

3 A very familiar scene to me, as the farmhouse you see in the back-ground is identical to the one from 
which I am writing to you now. The little girl with the sheep passes my tent each morning and the weather-
beaten old lady collects our swill. 

4 Victor Emmanuel Tomb in Rome: This is a marvellous piece of archi-tecture and one of the finest sights in 
Rome. 

5 Sorrento: Italian girls and men in traditional dress who gave a special display at our hotel. 

6 Via Roma: The Regent Street of Naples. 

Praise God that was the last Christmas of the war. In May my father returned home and when he saw me for the 

first time I was three years old. Christmas 1945 at last could be a real family time together.

You will have heard it said that a life which is characterised by an abundance 

of material and physical satisfaction is always preferable to one of struggle. 

It’s a lie. 

The rampant consumerism all around us, especially at Christmas, promotes the 

“Buy now, pay later” approach to life: instant gratification; over indulgence; short-

term thinking; maximum spending with minimum consideration of the 

consequences; the “creation of desire” for the things we don’t have. 

Little wonder, then, that we live in a world of addiction, inequality, obesity, 

pornography, jealousy, debt, robbery. And unhappiness. 

Satan’s second biggest deception (after convincing most of the population that he 

doesn’t exist at all) is that a lot of what you fancy does you good. But all around we 

see those who have reached “fulfilment’s desolate attic”, as Larkin put it. 

Imprisoned by their own lazy habit of instant gratification, they derive gradually less 

and less pleasure from greater and greater self-indulgence, until they finally reach 

the sorry stage of getting nothing from anything – a dead-end from which Satan knows they will probably never 

escape. Job done. 

It is against this life of deadly selfishness that God’s standard is already set. Not because God doesn’t want us to 

enjoy ourselves. On the contrary, it’s because He DOES want us to experience TRUE joy in our lives. The kind of 

joy that isn’t a short-lived narcotic high followed by a terrible crash; the kind of joy that isn’t at someone else’s 

expense; the kind of joy that doesn’t slowly destroy us from within, emotionally, physically and spiritually; the kind 

of joy that lasts forever. 

And where do we find this joy? Well, we don’t find it in things, that’s for sure. 

We don’t find it in supermarkets, or online shopping websites, or drunkenness. We don’t find it inside of 

ourselves. 

Paradoxically, we only begin to discover it when we forget ourselves and live instead for others. And we only find 

the true meaning of joy when we look into the eyes of Jesus, whose birth we celebrate in the coming weeks. 

Jesus gave up everything He had to become human, and to spend His life serving others so that you and I could 

be reconnected with God by following Jesus’ example. 

Through Jesus’ death and resurrection, God gave us “the power to win the love that only loving wins”. Jesus said 

that anyone who tries to save his life will lose it, but anyone who gives up his life to follow Him will live forever. 

True joy does not come from having what you want. It comes from wanting what you have. And having 

the opportunity to serve the God of all creation is the greatest joy of all.

 Buy now, pay later? 



"I never make New Year's Resolutions, anymore," the man told me, "I never keep them, anyway." I can 

remember all too many resolutions I've made and let slip away, too. But I believe New Year's resolutions 

are worth making. Let me tell you why. 

First, we all need changes. Some we find very hard to admit to ourselves. I've heard people who say, "I have no 

regrets about my life. If I had it to do over, I'd do it the same way again." But that attitude is way too blind and 

self-serving so far as I'm concerned. There is great power in confession - to ourselves, to God, to others. Owning 

up to our failures is the first, painful step on the road to something better.  

Second, when we change calendars is a good time for reassessment. How did last year go? What do I want to do 

differently this year? This time of year always reminds me of a passage of scripture, better understood by farmers 

than suburbanites: "Break up your unploughed ground, and do not sow among thorns" (Jer 4:3). It makes sense. 

The more land you put into production, the more prosperous you'll be. But some of us are stupid enough to try to 

sow seeds in land overrun by star thistle without breaking up the soil and taking care to root out the thorns as 

they come up. Call it laziness. Call it stupidity. 

Let me ask you a serious question. What percentage of your life is producing something of value to God? How 

much "unploughed ground" do you have that ought to be broken up in this coming year and made useful? 

Reassessment. The brink of a new year is a good time for reassessment.  

Third, New Year's is an excellent time for mid-course corrections. Sure, we might fail in what we set out to do, but 

if we fail to plan, the old saw goes, then we plan to fail. If you're so fearful of failure that you never set up your 

row of tin cans to shoot at, you're not very likely to hit any at all. Failure is not the end. For the person who 

determines to learn from it, failure is a friend.  

One of my heroes in the Bible is the Apostle Paul. Talk about failure! Throughout his life he was opposed, 

persecuted, shipwrecked, stoned and left for dead, deserted by trusted co-workers, slandered, and scorned. 

Sometimes it seemed that projects to which he had devoted years were turning to dust before his eyes. But 

during from one of his stints in prison, we can see from one of his letters an unwillingness to quit. "Forgetting 

what is behind," he wrote, "and straining toward what is ahead, I press on toward the goal to win the prize for 

which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus" (Phil 3:13-14) No wonder he made a mark on his world. 

He stopped looking back, and looked forward instead. He didn't let the fear of failure keep him from trying again.  

Fourth, New Year's is a time to learn to rely more heavily on the grace of God. Now I've met a few self-made men 

and women and so have you, but so often these people seem proud and driven. There is another way: beginning 

to trust in God's help. One more secret from the Apostle Paul: "I can do everything through Him who gives me 

strength," he said (Phil 4:13). And God's strength saw him through a lot: through pain, through joy, and through 

accomplishment.  

If this last year, you didn't practise relying on the Lord as much as you should have, there is no time like the 

present to make a New Year's resolution. In fact, why don't you say a short prayer right now? Use these words if 

you like: "Dear God, I want the new year to be different for me." Now spell out in prayer some of the changes 

you'd like to see. And close this way: "Lord Jesus, I know that I'm going to need a lot of help for this. So right now 

I place myself in your hands. Help me to receive Your strength. Amen." Good. Now you've got a much better 

chance of a Happy New Year.

We have been rushing around both before and after Christmas, enjoying the company of 
family and friends and stressing out about all sorts of things which have nothing to do with Christ’s birth. 

As children we counted down the days until that wonderful morning when we would awaken to presents and to 
the fun and laughter of all that day brings. As adults we count down the days, madly baking and buying last 
minute presents and cards to send to our many family and friends. After the celebrations have finished we 
cleaned up and wondered why we went to all that trouble as we are left tired and flat. 

The above passage from Isaiah points out to us that if we have faith and hope in the Lord then we are able to 
draw on the strength and peace that only God can give as we start this New Year. 

I used to think that this passage was just for saints and those who spent all their time working for the Lord, but 
over the years I have come to realize that it applies to all of us, no matter the reason for our tiredness and 
listlessness. It could be that we have become weary from the days of endless stress at work or at home and all 
we feel like doing is crawling into our own shells  
and shutting the rest of the world 
out. Illness or family tensions 
leave us exhausted. 

It could be through a feeling 
of loneliness or perhaps 
the opposite – too 
many people  
crowding in  
and making demands on us, that we simply want to stand up and say “enough is enough”. That is when God 
wraps us in His loving arms and lifts up our heads so we can face another day. 
 
Prayer: 

Loving One, we awake to this new year, knowing that You will be beside us and alive in us each moment 
of every day. As this year unfolds give us the strength and the peace that we need to keep going so that 
we may live a life of joy as You so wish us to have. Thank you, Lord, that every moment is a new 
beginning, not just the start of a new year and help us to soar on wings of eagles when we become 
weary.
